Dear Dr. Sears:

Thank you for this referral.

This 73-year-old patient was seen today for followup. He has adenocarcinoma probably arising from jejunum with extensive metastases in the liver and lungs as well as peritoneum implants. He has history of diabetes and hypertension. The patient recently was hospitalized at Gainesville Medical Center where according to him he had paracentesis and they removed some fluid from the lung on the right side. The patient came home couple of days ago.

Currently, he is complaining of some dizziness.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: He has history of diabetes and hypertension.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 6 feet tall, weighing 190 pounds, and blood pressure 88/62.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Lungs: Diminished air entry.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Distended.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES: Adenocarcinoma of jejunum with extensive intraabdominal metastasis, omental and peritoneal feeding, liver, and lung metastasis.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: It appears that the patient has extensive disease however he and his wife wants to try chemotherapy because of the extent of the disease it will be difficult to see how he might respond and definitely this is not curable disease, which was discussed with patient and wife but palliative treatment could be done. There is no standard treatment for jejunal carcinoma so we will treat him like adenocarcinoma of the GI tract, we will use FLOX with Avastin. FLOX is capecitabine, oxaliplatin, and we will also use Avastin. Capecitabine is oral and then Avastin and oxaliplatin is IV, which will be doing it in office every two weeks.

Thank you once we start the treatment, we will keep you posted.
