HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: A 50-year-old gentleman comes to see me today because of abdominal pain left side, chest pain left side, radiation to the back, and shortness of breath with activity. He is 50 years old. He is physically very active. This started on Monday, today is Thursday; the pain has gotten worse. He has had some nausea. No vomiting. No diarrhea. No hematemesis. No hematochezia. He has had low-grade temperature that we just recognized today, but he did not know anything about.

Here, in the office, he appeared to be tachycardic, in mild to moderate distress. I looked at his gallbladder on the abdominal ultrasound. It was repeated from last year. This shows really just a fatty liver and a very contracted gallbladder and none could be seen.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypothyroidism and hypertension.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: Lisinopril 20 mg a day, levothyroxine 50 mcg a day, and hydrochlorothiazide 12.5 mg a day.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke. He drinks very little. He works in a chemical plant.
FAMILY HISTORY: Kidney problems, lung cancer, and hypertension. He does have history of coronary artery disease.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 274 pounds, up 5 pounds from a year ago. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 99.2. Respirations 16. Pulse 119. Blood pressure 148/93.

HEENT: TMs are clear. Oral mucosa without any lesion.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

SKIN: No rash.

Abdominal ultrasound findings as were noted above.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Abdominal pain.

2. Epigastric pain.

3. He tells me that whenever he has had a bowel movement, his bowel movement looked dark and he has not taken any Pepto-Bismol.

4. Differential diagnosis starts with coronary syndrome to peptic ulcer disease to gallbladder issues all the way to infection i.e. flu, COVID and/or other infections. This was discussed with Dr. Tubb and the patient was transferred to the emergency room now via his automobile and his assistant right now.

5. No medications were given. No treatments were done here in the office.
