The patient presents with cough, sore throat, congestion, and frontal headache for two days with slight indigestion without nausea.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory except the patient states he has to go to work next week. He does not want any testing done, refuses further evaluation, just wants injections and prescriptions and nothing else.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
DIAGNOSIS: Upper respiratory infection.

PLAN: No testing done per the patient’s refusal. The patient given injections of Rocephin 500 mg and dexa 5 mg with prescription for Medrol Dosepak and Z-PAK as requested. Follow up as needed.
