The patient here presents with mother with complaints of painful urination since last night. Mother states she has inflammation around genital area.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She states she is premature with normal birth weight, kept in hospital for several weeks because of increased blood sugar with mother being type II diabetic.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Genitalia: There is slight inflammation to the labial area without satellite lesions. No definite suprapubic or CVA tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
PLAN: Currently, unable to obtain urine specimen. Mother states that they have an appointment to see pediatrician tomorrow. With the presumption of possible cystitis with vaginitis, given prescription for Bactrim suspension to take until sees the pediatrician tomorrow. Use A&D ointment to protect genital area.
