Madeline Peterson returned to the office, not having been seen for two and half years.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Metastatic thyroid cancer to neck nodes.

2. Post-surgical hypothyroidism.

Since last seen, she apparently had another pregnancy about 10 months ago and had a normal delivery.

Current Medications: Levothyroxine 0.15 mg daily, BuSpar, and oral contraceptive pills.

She had seen another endocrinologist since I had seen her last, her last visit there was about three or four months ago.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 140/88, weight 260 pounds, and BMI is 40. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

Recent lab studies have shown a TSH of 5.36, slightly elevated, serum thyroglobulin less than 1.

IMPRESSION: Metastatic thyroid cancer, currently stable with no evidence of biochemical recurrence.

I have advised that she increase the levothyroxine to eight pills per week with a return visit in two months time.
