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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury in September 2017.  The patient was in Charleston, South Carolina.  The patient was driving a four wheel ATV.  The patient tells me that the ATV flipped over.  He immediately fell on to the ground.  The patient tells me that he hit the head on to the ground.  The patient has immediate loss of consciousness.  He tells me that he was out of consciousness for about 45 minutes to one hour.  When he woke up, the patient is confused and disoriented.  The patient was taken to the emergency room.  He was diagnosed with concussion and bleeding.  The patient was treated.
The patient tells me that he does not have any more symptoms now.  He tells me that his symptoms resolved.  Majority of the symptoms right now is depression and anxiety symptoms.  The patient tells me that he was depressed and has anxiety and he is seeing doctor for that.
The patient is currently an electronic technician for the state of California.

MoCA examination today is 29/30.  The patient missed 1 on delay recall.

I believe that the patient tells me that he does not have any significant symptoms results from the traumatic brain injury.  I believe that his symptoms are completely resolved.  The patient likely had traumatic brain injury in September 2017, when he had loss of consciousness from the four-wheel ATV accident.  However, his symptoms are all resolved.  Currently, he does not have any traumatic brain injury symptoms.
