This is a 67-year-old woman, resides in a group home with endstage Alzheimer's dementia. The patient is being evaluated for face-to-face today. The patient goes from a catatonic state to a truly anxious state where she becomes belligerent and becomes anxious and agitated. The patient is nonverbal. She is very little. She has lost 3.5 pounds. She continues to have insomnia, ADL dependency, and bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient has a KPS score of 40%. The patient lives in a group home. She has continued to lose weight and has continued to show evidence of sundowner’s syndrome despite treatment with diphenhydramine, Zyprexa and Vistaril on regular basis. She also gets trazodone to help with her symptoms which was successful at first, but because of her worsening condition, it has not been very effective in controlling her behavior. Her behavioral changes, the weight loss and her continual nonverbal state are all indicative of worsening Alzheimer's dementia and rather quick decline.
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
