FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION

This 75-year-old woman is being seen today for face-to-face evaluation.
She is currently on hospice with endstage COPD, O2 dependency, weight loss, history of tobacco abuse, anxiety, DJD, dementia, and agitation.

The patient has lost 2.5 pounds since last visit. She continues to have shortness of breath with activity and at rest now, but refuses to use her oxygen. She continues to smoke. She continues to become agitated in the evening. Numerous medications have been used to control her symptoms, but the gabapentin has been most effective at the current rate. The patient continues to deteriorate given her weight loss, increased shortness of breath, weakness, tiredness, now some edema in the lower extremity consistent with cor pulmonale and pulmonary hypertension.
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
