Mr. Riley is a 69-year-old gentleman, currently on hospice with COPD end-stage, O2 dependency, shortness of breath, 3+ pedal edema related to right-sided heart failure, brain stem stroke, forced speech with history of chest pain and shortness of breath, which is definitely increasing in frequency and duration. He lives with his son Marquis who is considered his primary caregiver. He is now using his nebulizer every two hours. His appetite has been diminished. He has had protein-calorie malnutrition. He has muscle wasting, which is difficult to ascertain because of severe pedal edema related to his cor pulmonale and pulmonary hypertension. The patient continues to struggle to breathe and continues to deteriorate as far as his COPD is concerned. He is on 3 liters of oxygen at all times and that has increased from 2 liters in the past and he is using it all the time because of his increased shortness of breath. He has episodes of air hunger and requires anxiolytic to deal with his end-stage COPD as it is very natural for these folks to require a high dose of anxiolytics as they get closer to death.
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
