She does not have any flu-like symptoms. There is no fever. No cough. No nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. She maintains her normal bowel and bladder routine as usual.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for any secondhand smoke. Lives with mother, father, and sibling.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 108/63. Pulse 111 on vital signs, but it normalizes in the room. Respirations 18. Temperature 98.3. Oxygenation 99%. Current weight 80 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal and round. She does have much erythema to the conjunctiva, _______ granular as well on the left eye. Inner canthus has profound erythema as well. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Within normal limits.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today none were done.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Acute bacterial conjunctivitis on the left eye. The patient will receive tobramycin ophthalmic one drop to that eye q.4h. for the next few days. Mother is going to monitor for improvement. I have encouraged them to call me if not attaining good results.
