CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 73-year-old African American male who is referred for cardiovascular evaluation.

HPI: The patient is a 73-year-old male with long-standing history of diabetes and hypertension who is here for initial evaluation. The patient currently denies chest pain or shortness of breath. He has had borderline EKG. The patient denies nausea or vomiting. He is currently doing well.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. BPH.

2. Hypertension.

3. Diabetes.

4. Hypercholesterolemia.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Renal cell carcinoma with the left kidney being cancerous.
2. Prostate cancer.
MEDICATIONS:
1. Actos 30 mg one daily.
2. Carvedilol 40 mg one daily.
3. Exforge 5/160 mg one daily.
4. Flomax 0.4 mg one daily.

5. Folic acid 1 mg one daily.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Brother with colon cancer and prostate cancer.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He has distant history of cigarette smoking and marijuana use. No severe alcohol use, but is otherwise unremarkable.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: He has had weight gain.
Eyes: He has bilateral cataracts.
Ears: He has deafness and tinnitus.
Genitourinary: He has frequency of urination.

Musculoskeletal: He reports tingling in his legs.

Review of systems otherwise is unremarkable.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 166/72, pulse 68, respiratory rate 20, height 69” and weight 236.4 pounds.

Extremities: Revealed 2+ pitting edema.

IMPRESSION: The patient is a 73-year-old male with active problems of 
1. Diabetes type II.

2. Hypertension uncontrolled.
3. Hypercholesterolemia.
4. Borderline ECG.
PLAN: We will obtained laboratory testing to include CBC, chem.-20, hemoglobin A1c, lipid panel, TSH, and urinalysis. Now perform echocardiogram and EKG. In addition we will discontinue Actos given his significant edema, start chlorthalidone 25 mg one p.o. daily #90, and Tradjenta 5 mg one p.o. daily #90. Follow up in 6-8 weeks.
