CHIEF COMPLAINT: This is a 51-year-old female seen for initial evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 51-year-old female who was noted to have decreased visual acuity. She was noted to have symptoms over many years. She was subsequently noted to have cataract. She is now requiring cataract surgery. The patient denies any chest pain, orthopnea, or PND. She has no symptoms of dysrhythmia.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Developmental delay.

2. Hypercholesterolemia.

3. Depression.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Right ankle fracture.

MEDICATIONS: Multivitamin one daily, simvastatin one daily, fluoxetine 60 mg one daily, and risperidone 1 mg one daily.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Sister died with thyroid cancer. Father is alive and well.

SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no history of cigarette smoking or alcohol use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: Unremarkable.

Review of systems otherwise unremarkable except for neurologic with history of head trauma.

Psychiatric: History of depression and insomnia.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 100/58, pulse 87, respiratory rate 16, height 63”, and weight 133.4 pounds.

She has facial abnormality consistent with developmental delay but is otherwise unremarkable.

DATA REVIEW: EKG demonstrates a sinus rhythm of 80 bpm. There is leftward axis and nonspecific T-wave changes are noted. Of note, skin reveals a mild rash in the anterior chest pain region.
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IMPRESSION:
1. Cataracts.

2. Developmental delay.

3. Hypercholesterolemia.

4. Depression.

5. Rash.

PLAN: Obtain CBC, chemp-20, hemoglobin A1c, lipid, TSH, and urinalysis. Okay to apply Neosporin over-the-counter to rash. The patient is otherwise felt to be clinically stable for her surgery. She is cleared for same.
