FAMILY HISTORY: Maternal grandfather died of diabetes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no history of cigarette smoking. She notes occasional alcohol use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is a pleasant female who is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 111/74, pulse 82, respiratory rate 16, height 5’3”and weight 106.8 pounds.

The examination is otherwise unremarkable.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 64 bpm and incomplete right bundle-branch block and otherwise unremarkable.

IMPRESSION: Possible sexual exposure to unknown bacteria. We will perform STD testing. In addition, we will perform mammogram, HIV, hepatitis B and C, and RPR. We will screen urine for GC and Chlamydia. Referred to Dr. Angelina Thomas for routine GYN. Follow up in one month telemedicine.
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
