Mrs. Cruz is a 70-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 1997. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, chronic kidney disease, osteoarthritis, glaucoma, and hypothyroidism. Notably, the patient was recently started on the Restore Program with Dr. Torres for IV insulin therapy. Her latest hemoglobin A1c is 7.6%. She takes Levemir as needed, Farxiga 10 mg once daily, and metformin 500 mg once daily. The patient has a history of taking Trulicity with some GI intolerance.

Plan:

1. For her type II diabetes, we recommend for her to take Farxiga 10 mg once daily. She has an A1c of 7.6%. We will also recommend for her take metformin 500 mg once a day.

2. Notably, the patient is on the Restore Program through Dr. Torres’ office for IV insulin therapy.

3. For her hypothyroidism, we will check a current thyroid function panel.

4. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

5. For her hyperlipidemia, she is on atorvastatin 80 mg daily.

6. For her osteoarthritis, she is followed by Dr. Torres.

7. For her chronic kidney disease, continue followup with primary care.

8. Continue followup with primary care.
