His maximum heart rate was 148 bpm, minimum heart rate 44 bpm with average of 70 bpm. Underlying rhythm is sinus with first-degree AV block. There were four episodes of supraventricular tachycardia. The patient otherwise is doing well. He further was referred for tilt table testing. The results of the tilt table test are pending at this time.
