CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 45-year-old male with history of AICD.
HPI: The patient is a 45-year-old male with family history of sudden death and he himself been found with Brugada syndrome discovered at age 19. He underwent AICD approximately in 1990. He otherwise has been doing well except for occasional palpitations. He has had no syncope. He has had no chest pain. The patient has had no cardiovascular symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes:

1. Brugada syndrome.

2. Cardiomyopathy.

3. Family history of sudden cardiac death.

4. Family history of coronary artery disease.

5. Migraine.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Status post generator replacement x2.

MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father had a blood clot.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He denies cigarette smoking. He reports occasional marijuana use. He drinks socially.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: This is a pleasant male who is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 132/86, pulse 81, respiratory rate 20, height 68 inches, and weight 198.8 pounds.

Chest Wall: Reveals well-healed scar with pacemaker pocket intact. The device is noted to be palpable and is otherwise unremarkable.

Skin: Significant for the presence of tattoos.

Exam otherwise unremarkable.
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IMPRESSION: This is a 45-year-old male with history of Brugada syndrome and having subsequently undergone AICD placement. The patient otherwise has no cardiovascular symptoms. He has no respiratory symptoms. The patient is noted to be well-developed. He has no underlying medical condition that would prevent him from doing average work. The patient is occasionally able to lift, push and bend. He has no significant limitation.

MEDICAL SOURCE STATEMENT: This 45-year-old male with history of Brugada syndrome status post AICD, otherwise normally functioning, has no significant limitations.
