CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of cough, leg swelling, and followup after chest x-ray.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his two daughters who are nurses and the patient stated that he has mild cough without any sputum production. There is no fever or chills and the patient was given antibiotic two weeks ago for upper respiratory infection. The patient then had a chest x-ray and the results are reviewed with the patient in detail. The chest x-ray showed interstitial prominence with alveolar opacities resulting with slightly diminished lung volumes. There was mild pulmonary edema and minor pleural thickening or trace of pleural effusion. There was question of calcified granuloma otherwise unremarkable. The patient denied any fever or chills.
The patient stated that his right leg is less edema compare to the right side and currently he is taking Lasix 20 mg once a day. Also the patient has chronic kidney disease stage IV has been seen by nephrologists and the patient has a followup appointment with surgeon for arterovenous fistula with a graft for possible hemodialysis.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, double vision, sore throat, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, cough, swelling or redness, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or significant snoring.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and two daughters. The patient works as an Uber driver and he never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
LOWER EXTREMITIES: Trace of pedal edema on the left side and right leg is unremarkable. The patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
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
