PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

1. Hypertension, controlled.

2. DJD, severe.

3. Chronic pain.

4. No recent history of hospitalization.

5. Hyperlipidemia.
