She also has what appears to be squamous cell skin cancer on her forehead, which is growing. The patient is nonverbal and no longer oriented to person, place or time. The patient has bouts of screaming when moved or touched by the staff. She has contractures of the lower extremity and moves her upper extremity minimally at this time. She is not a candidate for PEG tube and weight loss is unavoidable and given her advanced Alzheimer’s dementia.
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
