Thank you for this referral.

This 43-year-old female comes for evaluation today. She recently was diagnosed to have pulmonary embolism and that is the reason for this referral.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of profound intellectual disability, history of seizure disorder, and history of recent pulmonary embolism. The patient is now on Eliquis.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is a 44-year-old female who does not communicate.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft and obese.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: Her recent lab showed WBC of 5.7, hemoglobin 13.4, hematocrit 39.3, MCV was high 101.8, and platelets were 180.
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The patient is Keppra. She is on Eliquis and aspirin.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Recent pulmonary embolism and also remote history of PE in the past.

2. Profound intellectual disability possibly from congenital hydrocephalus and encephalopathy.

3. History of seizure disorder.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Agree with continuing on Eliquis at least for six months. We will see the patient in three months for followup.
