PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for any secondhand smoke. Lives with mother and father.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He seems like a delightful little boy. He is smiling. He allows me to interact with him.
VITAL SIGNS: Pulse 75. Respirations 18. Temperature 99.0. Oxygenation 95% on room air. Current weight 23 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal and round. Ears: No erythema is detected. Oropharyngeal area: Non-erythematous. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Common cold. He is to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest. Mother can use over-the-counter medications of her choice and just monitor symptoms and return to clinic or call if needed. Encouraged rest and fluids. For small fevers, they can use over-the-counter Tylenol or Motrin. I have explained all this to the mother. She understands plan of care and will return or call if needed.
