The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment. 
SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: David is a 46-year-old single Caucasian male who has been in treatment for schizophrenia chronic paranoid and currently maintained on fluphenazine 5 mg b.i.d. and Zyprexa 20 mg daily. He was in a pleasant mood and brighter affect. He described that one of the legal case has been resolved and the judge has put him on probation for two years and he has to see police of Sterling Height once a month. It happened that he was taking money from the ATM and when the police chased, he ran away. It is a second case. The first legal case occurred when he was in a gas station where he was caught by the police that case is still going on and he has to go to circuit court. The court has also recommended for psychological testing at forensic center which has been done. He described that he had been undergoing. His attorney has been helping her and also the family support has been helping. I provided a support insight and also appreciate his help and also consistent with the compliance. He described he is taking all his medication. He denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusions. He described that he is having good support of his parents and he is not going anywhere he want to be consistent with whatever he has to do he will do. There are no involuntary movements or any symptoms of akathisia or restlessness. The patient has been doing good as far as the medication is concerned and consistent with the compliance. 

ASSESSMENT: Schizophrenia chronic paranoid, currently denies any anxiety, mood swings, any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No involuntary movement or any symptoms of acathisia or restlessness.

PLAN: I will re-issue the prescription for fluphenazine 5 mg b.i.d. and olanzapine 20 mg. 90-day supply. We will see him every month. Next appointment in four weeks. The patient agreed with the plan. Prognosis guarded.
