DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 88-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of CKD stage IIIB. The patient has been doing very well. She does not have any complaints. The latest laboratory workup that was done 01/08/2024 shows that the creatinine is 1.5, the BUN is 21 and the estimated GFR is up to 31 mL/min. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is between 200 and 300 mg/g of creatinine. The urinary sediment shows that the patient has white blood cells more than 182, red blood cells 3, white blood cells in clumps, bacteria 4+. The patient has a urinary tract infection without symptoms.

2. The patient has a history of diabetes mellitus that is very well under control; throughout the year, the patient has been 5.3% in the hemoglobin A1c.

3. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The blood pressure log is attached to the lab and is always satisfactory.
4. Hyperlipidemia that is under control. The patient continues to take rosuvastatin. We are going to reevaluate the case in about six months with laboratory workup.

We invested 10 minutes evaluating the lab, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and documentation 7 minutes.
