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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is an 81-year-old Hispanic male followed in the practice because of CKD stage II. At one time, we had deterioration of the kidney function because of the bladder outlet obstruction that has been corrected by the urologist in Tampa. After the obstruction was relieved, the patient improved the kidney function, but we monitor the condition. In the laboratory workup that was done on 01/22/2024, the serum creatinine was 0.98, the BUN was 16 and the estimated GFR was 77 mL/min and there was no evidence of proteinuria whatsoever.

2. The patient has a history of coronary artery disease. He has had several stents. It has been more than a year that he has not been back to the cardiologist. We are going to make an appointment for him to have the followup that is needed.

3. The patient has a history of diabetes mellitus, but the hemoglobin A1c is always under control.

4. Arterial hypertension. The blood pressure reading today is 128/77.

5. BPH. The patient continues to be followed by the urology group in Tampa. He has a pacemaker in the urinary bladder and he is asymptomatic.

6. The patient is followed by GI because of the hiatal hernia and persistent heartburn that after study is most likely associated to coffee intake. We have to keep in mind that this patient has cholelithiasis that was diagnosed through CT scan of the abdomen in 2019.

The appointment will be given for six months with laboratory workup.

We invested 7 minutes in the laboratory, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 8 minutes in the documentation.
