DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is an 89-year-old white female with history of CKD IIIB. The laboratory workup that was done on 01/29/2024 shows that the creatinine is down to 1.5 and the estimated GFR is up to 33 mL/min. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is consistent with 100 mg/g of creatinine. This proteinuria has remained stable for the time being. We are going to observe the patient. She is not a diabetic and finerenone will be added next time once the patient recovers from the pacemaker placement.

2. The patient developed serious alterations in the cardiac reading including bradycardia. For that reason, the patient received the pacemaker and she did not notice any improvement of the general condition. However, it might be reflected in the kidney function.

3. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The blood pressure is 107/55.

4. Anemia related to CKD. The hemoglobin is 11.

5. Hyperlipidemia that has been treated with the administration of rosuvastatin. Serum cholesterol is 110, HDL is 48 and LDL is 50. We are going to reevaluate the case in three months with laboratory workup.
