Constance Wisniewski was seen in the office for followup.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypothyroidism.

2. Hashimoto’s thyroiditis.

Current Medications: Levothyroxine 0.2 mg, six days per week.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 122/78, weight 208 pounds, and BMI is 35.7. The thyroid gland was not palpable and there is no neck lymphadenopathy. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

Recent TSH is 0.61 and free T4 0.83, both normal.

IMPRESSION: Hypothyroidism secondary to Hashimoto’s thyroiditis with normal thyroid balance.

Recommend continuing the current program and followup visit in one year.
