Dear Dr. Ausiello:

This is a followup for Richard who has chronic kidney disease, bladder cancer resection with the creation of neo-bladder.  Last visit in May.  No hospital visit.  There has been some redness of the eyes but no associated symptoms.  No decreased eyesight.  No itching.  No drainage.  No tearing.  He has underlying history of lupus.  He has typical aches and pains.  I did an extensive review of systems being negative.  No decrease in urination.  No cloudiness or blood.  No infection.  He occasionally smokes cigars but very infrequently.  He denies the use of oxygen, purulent material or hemoptysis.

Medications:  His only medication Plaquenil, supposed to go to the eye doctor every year.

Physical Examination:  Present weight 231 previously 236, blood pressure by nurse 123/63.  He is a tall person.  No respiratory distress.  No gross skin or lymph nodes abnormalities.  Respiratory and cardiovascular, no abnormalities.  No abdominal flank tenderness.  No gross edema or neurological problems.
Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine 1.47 stable overtime with representing a GFR of 53 stage III.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium, phosphorus and no anemia.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III, stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.

2. Bladder cancer resection.  No recurrence, has a neo-bladder.  Presently no urinary symptoms.

3. Occasional cigar smoker, presently no respiratory failure.

4. History of lupus, follows with rheumatology in Lansing.  I am not aware of active activity.  He needs to follow with eye doctor to assess for toxicity of Plaquenil.  All issues discussed with the patient.  Plan to see him back in the next six to nine months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
