CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for left leg redness, swelling, pain, and open wounds, and skin rashes on the right ankle.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has monitored on both legs for several months and he had redness and itching on the left ankle, which progressively got worse and he was not able to walk. The pain was intense and the level was 8 and the patient went to the court complaining of the pain due to the monitor device and also the patient works with small goods in construction and that he was having difficulty walking after that monitor was removed and it was wound with bleeding and redness and there is a swelling of the left ankle and pain was also present. The patient also has rashes in the right ankle. He still has monitor device.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, overweight, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or loss of consciousness.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his family and he has no history of smoking, alcohol use or substance abuse and he was ordered by the court to have monitor both the legs and to check on his alcohol abuse. The patient also works in construction.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
UPPER EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable.

LOWER EXTREMITIES: Reveals left ankle large 3 x 4 cm size area of wound some of the redness and there is discharge. There was no pus formation. The surrounding tissues are inflamed and the area of left ankle edema and there is no calf swelling or tenderness. The patient is able to ambulate but the wound is tender. Right ankle has still monitor on it and it is rubbing on the skin causing some dryness of the skin, but there is no open wound.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate with pain without any assistance.
I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and the report will be sent to the court and also the patient is advised to take care of the wound as soon as possible.
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
