CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with chief complaint of severe low back pain, poor gait, and followup for hypertension.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he had compression fracture of L4 and was seen by pain specialist and received medications. After slowly he has recurrence of pain now. The back pain level is 8 or 9 and it is reduced upon lying down and the patient is on pain medication.
The patient also stated that sometimes his walking is weak and he uses walker at home.

The patient stated that he takes blood pressure medication without any problem and he has caretaker who fills up his medication container.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on amlodipine 2.5 mg one tablet a day and lisinopril 40 mg one pill a day along with low-salt diet.
The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of constipation and he is on docusate 100 mg once a day as needed.

The patient has a history of gastritis and he is on pantoprazole 20 mg once a day along with bland diet.

The patient has a history of paroxysmal atrial fibrillation and he is on Brilinta 60 mg one tablet twice a day.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Slow first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur and heart rate is chronically slow.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
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The patient uses walker to move around in the house.

Musculoskeletal examination reveals significant tenderness of the L5 spine along with compression fracture. Range of movement of the spine is painful. The patient is on Dilaudid 0.5 mg IM daily.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors. Blood pressure was rechecked and was 147/62. Also I had a long discussion with his sister and his caretaker and all their questions are answered to their satisfaction and they verbalized full understanding.
