HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 11-month-old little girl with similar complaints to the other little one that they have; vomited a few times, pulling on the ears as well, few times she had fever, temperature today at our visit is 99.4.
She also has runny nose.

Taking all foods and fluids well.

No diarrhea.

No inconsolable crying.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented. No inconsolable crying. She does not fuss when I approach her although mother is holding her through the exam today.

VITAL SIGNS: Respirations 16. Temperature 99.4. Oxygenating at 99% on room air.

EENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal and round. Ears: Bilateral tympanic membrane erythema. Oropharyngeal area: Very mildly erythematous. No strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a flu test, it was negative.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute otitis media. The patient will receive amoxicillin 200 mg/5 mL, one teaspoon b.i.d. 10 days #100 mL.
2. Rhinitis and cough. Histex PD 0.3 mL twice a day p.r.n. cough. Mother will assist in monitoring symptoms and they will return to clinic or call me if not improving.
