




NEUROLOGY CONSULTATION

Dear Dr. Khan:
I had the pleasure of seeing Olivia Burnett today in my office. I appreciate you involving me in her care. As you know, she is 23-year-old right-handed Caucasian woman who woke up with legs paralyzed in November 2023, it lasted couple of hours, went to the St. Mary’s Hospital, MRI of the LS spine done. One week after that she went back to the St. Mary’s again and due to the seizure she went to the Albany Medical Center also and they diagnosed with functional disorder and transferred her to the Sunnyview Hospital, MRI of the C-spine and MRI of the LS spine again done, which is negative. She has a multiple concussions last one was on 2019 when she had motorcycle accident. She grew up in our foster care. She was working as a concentration officer for one year. She worked also in Mental Health Center, now she cannot take care of herself. She is having tremors, seizure like activity, body become hot, and she passes out. She had PTSD and cannot talk, cannot focus on a problem, cannot control the urine, having a spasm and tics, having dizziness, seeing his parts, cannot sleep, have hallucination, also bugs crawling, hear voices. She is not taking any medication although couple of medication was prescribed by the primary care doctor.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Broken neck injury to the back, injury to the shoulder, and sciatica.
MENTAL HEALTH HISTORY: Depression, anxiety, and back pain.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

MEDICATIONS: Not taking any medication, but prescribed Wellbutrin, BuSpar, gabapentin, Zanaflex and Sulindac.
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SOCIAL HISTORY: She does not smoke cigarette. She does not drink alcohol. She uses marijuana. She is not working presently. She is divorced and lives alone. She have no children.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother alive with Lyme disease and fibromyalgia. Father deceased unknown cause. Three half-sisters, one with Crohn’s, one with fibromyalgia.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: I personally reviewed the general, skin, metabolic, endocrine, EENT, pulmonary, cardiovascular, gastrointestinal, neurologic, psychiatric, and musculoskeletal system. I found out that she is having headache, vertigo, lightheadedness, confusion, conversion, blackout, memory loss, numbness, tingling, weakness, trouble walking, depression, anxiety, PTSD, OCD, joint pain, muscle pain, back pain, poor control of the bladder, hallucination, impulse control, tics, tremor.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 1180/80, heart rate 72, and respiratory rate 16. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: S1 and S2, regular in rate and rhythm. Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds present. Neck: Supple. There is no carotid bruit. There is no jaundice, cyanosis, and edema. Neurologic: The patient is alert, awake, and oriented x3. Speech: No aphasia. No dysarthria. Pupils are equally reacting to light and accommodation. Extraocular movements are intact. There is no facial asymmetry. Tongue is in the midline. Shoulder shrug is normal. Hearing is good on both sides. Finger-to-nose, no dysmetria. There is no pronator drift. There is no rigidity. No tremor. Tics present. Motor system examination strength 5/5. Deep tendon reflexes 2/4. Plantar responses are flexor. Sensory system examination revealed decreased pinprick and vibratory sensation in the feet. Gait is non-physiological. Romberg test is negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 23-year-old right-handed Caucasian woman, whose history and examination is suggestive of following neurological problems:

1. Non-neurological function disorder.

2. Tics.

3. Non-epileptic seizure.

4. Anxiety.

5. Depression.

6. PTSD.

7. OCD.

Her most of the problem are due to her psychiatric issue, I do not think any neurological issue going on, but I will order MRI of the brain, EMG of the upper and lower extremities and blood test including B12, folate, TSH, hemoglobin A1c, iron, total iron binding capacity, vitamin D, sed rate, ANA, and rheumatoid factor. I would like to see her back in my office in one month. I advised her to follow with the Mental Health Clinic and start taking the prescribed medication. I would like to see her back in my office in one month.
