Dear Patricia:

Mr. Dagosta was seen in followup today. He is asymptomatic. His functional capacity remains good.

The blood pressure is 120/66 mmHg. Pulse is 68 bpm and regular.

Cardiovascular System Exam: S1 and S2 are normal. No heart murmur noted. No S3 and no S4.

Respiratory System Exam: Lungs are clear.

On January 15, 2024, the patient’s LDL level was 94 mg%. On October 18, 2021, the patient’s coronary calcium score was 336.9. Left main score was 133.1, left anterior descending artery score 163.8 and right coronary artery 39.9. On December 10, 2021, his cardiac cath showed normal coronary arteries.

In view of his hypercholesterolemia with established coronary atherosclerosis and he states that he is a pre-diabetic. The patient was advised addition of ezetimibe to lower the cholesterol around 70 mg% or lower. Ezetimibe was advised at 10 mg at night along with atorvastatin 40 mg at night, which he is already taking it. The pros and cons of ezetimibe were explained in detail and the patient then states that he would discuss the medication and the cholesterol level with you and then he will decide whether he would like to take ezetimibe or not. He states that he understood the information given to him about coronary calcium score and coronary atherosclerosis.
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Please note that the patient gave history of father and mother both having aortocoronary bypass surgery at the time of initial consultation on October 13, 2021.
