HPI: A 71-year-old gentleman whose daughter/POA Ronni Roney I had spoken with previously regarding these two issues of which she is in favor of and aware of her father’s resistance. She requested that I meet with the two of them, review both issues and see if he does not have a change of heart. He was seen in his room today. She had spent some time with him before I arrived. He was quiet, but appeared in good spirits and I approached the hospice issue first and presented once again the benefits it would have to him both by additional care and caretakers who would communicate with his daughter and then the providing of medications that are accessible through hospice that would further treat his pain and any durable medical equipment issue that would arise they would provide. He was quiet, looked at his daughter. She spoke for a few minutes and then went on to the issue of DNR and, after discussion of that and daughter presenting the positive that she has seen from hospice and related it to the passing five years ago of her mother who was his ex-wife. The patient then quietly stated that “okay” and I asked him if he was agreeable to hospice, he stated “yes” and did he understand and was he okay with the writing and placement in his chart of the DNR and he said “yes.” When asked, daughter stated that she would like Traditions Hospice involved, so order is written for Traditions Hospice to evaluate and follow the patient.
