CC: General followup.

HPI: An 80-year-old female with primary progressive aphasia is in the day room with other residents. She sits in a high back wheelchair. She was around while they were doing an activity and was watching. When it was time to see her, she was brought to where I was sitting. She makes eye contact. When I said hello to her, she smiles. She has verbal capacity. She states just a few words. Sometimes, they are random and other times they are in context.
DIAGNOSES: Primary progressive aphasia, neck and truncal instability is in a high back wheelchair requires positioning, status post left hip fracture with ORIF, hypothyroid, GERD, HLD, glaucoma, anxiety disorder, and history of urinary retention.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 12/12/23 note.

ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Frail chronically ill-appearing female seated in wheelchair. She was quiet, but cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 128/76, pulse 66, temperature 97.5, respirations 18, O2 sat 99%, and weight 105 pounds.

CARDIAC: She has a regular rate and rhythm with a soft systolic ejection murmur throughout the precordium.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Hypoactive bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: The patient is in a high back wheelchair. There are cushions placed to help keep her upright midline. She moves her arms. She can weight bear with assist for transfers. She does not propel her manual wheelchair. She has no lower extremity edema. She moves arms. She can hold the utensil and a cup if needed.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. She is verbal, but she only says a few words at a time and they can be random as they were today.

SKIN: Warm and dry. There is no bruising or skin tears noted.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Primary progressive aphasia. The patient maintains some verbal skills at this point and it is good to encouraged her to speak whenever she is trying to.
2. Truncal instability. Continue with placing wedge or pillow to help keep her upright and midline and she seems to enjoy the interaction with other people.

3. Weight issues. Her current weight is 105 pounds, last month it was 104 pounds, so it is stable and she remains on Megace 400 mg q.d. MWF and we will continue.
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
