CC: Followup on UTI treatment.

HPI: An 81-year-old with advanced Alzheimer’s disease who has done very nicely with move to MC from AL. Approximately 10 days ago, the patient had UA done secondary to changes in behavior. The UA returned positive for E. coli UTI and she is on nitrofurantoin 100 mg b.i.d. for five days. It was started on 01/30/24. So, we will treat through 02/04/24. Staff have been mindful of encouraging the patient to drink extra water whether she completes it is another thing. She is observed sitting at one of the long tables in the dining room with other female residents. She is very social and just seems to enjoy all the company she has. She has had no recent falls, sleeps through the night, and appetite is good.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced Alzheimer’s disease, BPSD in the form of delusions and can be aggressive, TMJ right side, hyponatremia, HTN, GERD, peripheral neuropathy, and history of DVT on Eliquis.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 01/25/24 note.

ALLERGIES: PCN and CODEINE.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert seated quietly in the dining room.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 127/78, pulse 66, temperature 97.6, respirations 17, and weight 159.2 pounds.

NEURO: She makes eye contact to her name. She can speak. Speech is clear, but random and content. She can generally voice her need and she can be difficult to redirect and she is very distractible and talking to people around her.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact. No bruising or other breakdown noted.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: E. coli UTI on day 3 of 5 days of treatment and encouraged increase fluid intake.
