This is an 83-year-old gentleman on hospice with colorectal cancer. The patient has lost from 200 pounds to 130 pounds and continues to lose weight. He used to be A/C and refrigerator specialist. He has been married for 65 years and has three children. His wife Deloris is his primary caregiver at home. The patient is in a fetal position in bed. He is sleeping now more than before 16-18 hours a day. He has never been sick in his life till he developed a colon cancer with metastasis causing severe weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, now with muscle wasting, incontinence and generalized weakness. The patient continues to lose weight and has very little appetite and his weight loss and his lack of appetite are very much related to the advanced colon cancer and unavoidable. Overall prognosis is very poor. He has a KPS score of 30% and requires hospice to help with his pain and to help him educate the patient and wife regarding his endstage colon cancer and near-death condition.
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
