REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, hematemesis or hematochezia. No weight changes. She is concerned about the protruding uterus out of her vagina.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/70, pulse 88, respirations 18, and afebrile.

NECK: Shows no JVD.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Shows no rash.
GENITAL: There is uterus noted protruding out of her vaginal area.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: The patient is in need of hysterectomy. I am going to get the social worker to get her a Gold Card to be able to go to LBJ Hospital, which is close to them here in Houston and get plugged into the clinic and referred for hysterectomy since the uterine prolapse is causing her tremendous amount of pain and discomfort at this time.
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
