Her voice is down to a whisper. She has 1+ pedal edema. Other comorbidities include hypertension and ovarian cancer. She is now bowel and bladder incontinent, requires help with all ADLs. She is only able to take liquids, only drinks Ensure, not able to take anything by mouth because she does want to. Because of that, she has lost tremendous amount of weight and has severe protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient also suffers from gout and hypertension and history of morbid obesity in the past. The patient continues to smoke despite her end-stage condition. Overall, prognosis is quite poor. The patient requires pain medication around the clock to control her pain.
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
