She has coronary artery disease, hyperlipidemia, hypertension, along with COPD and protein-calorie malnutrition. Her son tells me that she is having more and more episodes of sundowner’s syndrome. The other night he found her wrapped up in sheets in bed because of confusion and agitation. She requires around-the-clock pain medication. She has a KPS score of 40% and continues to show decline on hospice and requires around-the-clock care by family and hospice aides and nurses.
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
