HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 22-year-old female patient. She is here following up on a motor vehicle accident. We have originally seen her back in October. She had an automobile accident on 10/25/23. She recalled, she was taken to Kingwood Hospital and they have done evaluation of her. There was no fracture and we continued to see her since October. She had pain on the left side, her shoulder, her hip, leg from the incident and we had given her physical therapy and Mobic 15 mg a day for any ache or pain. She comes back today as followup. She states she is doing very well. This will be the last visit with her today. The physical therapy seemed to help her to a great extent.

No other issues verbalized.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: She is taking Flexeril and Mobic off and on as needed.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with her husband. No association with secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 118/71. Pulse 65. Respirations 18. Temperature 98.2. Oxygenation 99%. Current weight 182 pounds.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs. Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Evaluation of the left side from a musculoskeletal standpoint, she is able to lift both arms over her head without any grimacing and she does it in smooth formation. The left leg, no problem lifting it. No problem walking. There is no interruption with her activities of daily living. She tells me at this point she is back to normal.

This is her last visit here today. She can return to our clinic as needed.
