IDENTIFYING INFORMATION: The patient presented a California identification card 08067491 which correctly identified the individual as Ta-Shun Mandel Raye.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 45-year-old male with history of Brugada syndrome who subsequently underwent AICD placement. The patient otherwise has been stable. The Brugada syndrome was discovered at age 18. He subsequently underwent AICD in approximately 1990s. He reports history of palpitations, but no syncope. He has had no chest pain. He has no history of ventricular tachycardia as requiring shock. The patient did present to the emergency room on one occasion in 2018 at which time he had been shocked. On interrogation of his device, it was noted to be doubled sensing. His device was subsequently set for appropriate sensing. He has had no further shocks. He has had no dyspnea. 
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Brugada syndrome.

2. He apparently has had a cardiomyopathy.

3. He has familial history of sudden cardiac death.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Status post generator replacement x2.
MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: His father apparently has had blood clots.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He notes occasional alcohol and occasional marijuana, but denies cigarette use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
HEENT: He reports impaired vision.

Oral cavity: He reports bleeding gums.

Cardiac: He has palpitations.

Neurologic: He has dizziness.

Musculoskeletal: He reports joint swelling.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 132/86, pulse 81, respiratory rate 20, height 68”, and weight 198.8 pounds.

Chest: He has pacemaker in situ. His pacemaker pocket is noted to be nontender. There is no erythema or discharge. It is a well healed scar.

Skin: Otherwise reveals tattoo of the right arm, but otherwise unremarkable.

Cardiovascular: There is a soft systolic murmur at the left parasternal border. There is no increased JVD.

IMPRESSION/PLAN: This is a 45-year-old male with history of congenital heart disease. He has Brugada syndrome. The patient reports occasional palpitations. However, he has no other significant limitations. The patient has no significant limitation in regards to walking, lifting, bending, or throwing.
