Ms. Cornett is a 63-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her hypothyrodism management. She was diagnosed with hypothyrodism the summer 2023. She also has a history of arthritis, anemia, and migraine headaches. She is currently on no thyroid medication. She reports cold sensitivity, thinning hair, and heart palpitations. She reports some fatigue and dry skin. She also has multinodular goiter with dominant nodule on the right measuring 3.6 x 2.4 x 2.1 cm and dominant nodule on the left measuring 1.4 x 0.9 cm. She denies any compressive symptoms of the thyroid.

Plan:

1. For her multinodular goiter, she had a thyroid ultrasound on 11/06/2023 indicating dominant nodule on the right measuring 3.6 x 2.4 x 2.1 cm and the dominant nodule on the left measuring 1.4 x 0.9 cm. We will order an FNA biopsy of the dominant nodule on the right and review the results with the patient during her followup visit.

2. I will also check a thyroid function panel including a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level. I will also check for TPO antibody levels and thyroglobulin antibody levels to check for any autoimmune thyroid disease.
