Mr. Farrer is a 54-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in September 2023. He also has a history of coronary artery disease status post triple bypass therapy and he had hip replacement on the right. For his diabetes, he is on Ozempic 1 mg once weekly and Jardiance 10 mg once daily as well Levemir 10 units in the morning and 4 units in the evening time. He denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia. He denies any blurry vision. He denies any significant changes in his weight. He reports that his blood sugars are generally around 140-160.

Plan:

1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 8.2%. I am going to adjust his diabetic regimen to achieve better glycemic control and place him on Synjardy 25/1000 mg once daily and change his Ozempic therapy to Mounjaro 5 mg once weekly and we will stop the Levemir therapy. We will plan on rechecking hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to his return.

2. I will also prescribe DEXCOM G7 for this patient for continuous glucose monitoring.

3. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

4. For his hyperlipidemia, check a current lipid panel.

5. Followup with primary care provider.
