Mr. Hull is a 60-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2019. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and anxiety. For his diabetes, he is on metformin 1000 mg twice daily, however he reports that this gives him diarrhea. The patient states that he eats pretty healthy and he swims daily. His latest hemoglobin A1c is 8.2%. He denies any polyuria, polydipsia, and polyphagia. He denies any blurred vision. He denies any significant changes in his weight.

Plan:

1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 8.2%. The patient reports some GI disturbances with metformin Immediate Release and therefore we will switch him to metformin Extended Release 750 mg twice a day and we will add on Mounjaro 2.5 mg once weekly and recheck hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to his return.

2. For his hypertension continue current therapy.

3. For his hyperlipidemia we will check on lipid panel.

4. Followup with primary care provider.
