Mr. Johnson is a 66-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in April 2022. He also has a history of hemorrhagic stroke in April 2022, hypertension, and hyperlipidemia. His latest hemoglobin A1c is 7%. He is on metformin 850 mg twice daily and Jardiance 12.5 mg once daily. His fasting blood sugar is generally run around 100. He eats oatmeal and fruit for breakfast and he tries to eat generally healthy over all of his meals. The patient would like to have his biggest meal be lunch. The patient was seen by Dr. Ramkissoon for his stroke and at this point they are only monitoring and maintaining his blood pressure controlled and evaluating his right-sided residual weakness from the stroke. Overall, he has done remarkably well and has been able to restore most of his mobility.

Plan:

1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 7%. We will continue the metformin 850 mg twice daily and Jardiance 12.5 mg once daily. We will plan on rechecking hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel in three months. We will also consider changing him to Synjardy if needed.

2. The patient wears his FreeStyle Libre 2 Continuous Glucose monitor. He gets his supplies from advanced diabetes supply and we will fax a prescription for the sensors to them.

3. For his hyperlipidemia, he is on Lipitor 40 m daily.

4. For his blood pressure control, I have asked him to keep a blood pressure log and review with his primary care provider Dr. Lugo.

5. Followup with primary care provider.
