DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 90-year-old white male that is followed in the practice because of CKD stage IIIA. The patient had a laboratory workup on 01/30/2024. The patient is no longer anemic. In the comprehensive metabolic profile, he has a serum creatinine of 1.4, a BUN that is 19 and the estimated GFR that is 45 mL/min. The patient does not have any complaints, does not have significant proteinuria.

2. The patient has nocturia and remains to have nocturia. He is going to see the primary care physician in about a month and the possibility of doing a postvoid ultrasound of the kidney is entertained and we are going to recommend it.

3. The patient complains of right hip pain that is impairing his activities of daily living. I wrote a letter to Dr. Alvarez to recommend a surgery if possible because this is the type of patient that is active and plays golf and I do not see him depressed because of inability to do what he likes.

4. The patient is taking iron supplementation. The hemoglobin is 13.3.

5. Hyperuricemia that is under control.

6. Hyperlipidemia under control. The general condition has improved. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.
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
