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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 71-year-old white male that is a patient of Dr. Yellu and Dr. Roquiz that is followed because of single kidney; the right kidney had a metastatic renal cell carcinoma, the patient had right nephrectomy and he is receiving chemotherapy at the Florida Cancer Center. In the most recent laboratory workup that was done on 01/30/2024, there is no evidence of anemia.  In the comprehensive metabolic profile, the serum creatinine is 1.34, the BUN is 17 and the estimated GFR is 57.

2. The patient’s hemoglobin has been coming up from 12.8 to 13.1. He is feeling very well.

3. Coronary artery disease. The patient has PCI to the left anterior descending and circumflex. The cardiac catheterization was done in July 2021. He continues to have regular cardiology visits.

4. Hyperlipidemia under control.

5. Hypothyroidism. The T3, T4 and TSH remain within range.

6. Atrial fibrillation on anticoagulation.

7. History of arterial hypertension. The blood pressure today is 110/57. We will continue with the same approach.

8. Gastroesophageal reflux disease on omeprazole. In general, the patient is in very stable condition. We are going to reevaluate him in four months with laboratory workup.
