CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today complaining of severe low back pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has intense back pain and she had MRI done and the results are reviewed and it shows large bulging disc at L4-L5 level and the patient is scheduled for epidural injection in next one week. There is no radiation of pain to the lower extremities.
The patient also has hearing impairment and she is going to be seen by an ear specialist.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Obese without any tenderness.
Musculoskeletal examination reveals tenderness of the L4-L5 area of the soft tissues and forward flexion is painful. Also there is pain radiation of the lower extremities. However, the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
