HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: David comes in today for followup of staph infection on the right buttock; when he was seen by Scott Mulder on 02/05/24, he was given Augmentin and lincomycin.
He states that the abscess came to a head and did not want a doctor to open it up. So, he did it with through the mirror and they opened it with his pocket knife. There is drainage going on about the very indurated, very hard, very inflamed carbuncle on the right buttock. I told him that there is still lot of pus remaining. I asked him if he would allow us to anesthetize the area and drain it, he said no. I asked him if he would go to the hospital and have it done under anesthesia, he said no, then I explained to him that even though he is taking antibiotics since there is pus there and he does not want to get it out that can turn into an abscess again and then turn into sepsis. He states he realizes that, but HAILED NO as far as letting us open it up. The only thing he wants is a note to be off work till Monday. He also declines, refuses, says HAIL NO to any culture and sensitivity which I believe is very important because he has had this on a regular basis. He also wants no blood work. I told him this could be because he is a prediabetic and he states he does not want any and does not care.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hand surgery, fifth metacarpal.
MEDICATIONS: Augmentin.
ALLERGIES: KEFLEX.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He smokes. He does not drink on regular basis. He knows not to drink with his antibiotics.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 190 pounds. He has lost 3 pounds from last visit. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 97.8. Respirations 16. Pulse 76. Blood pressure 147/95.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
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ABDOMEN: Soft.
SKIN: There is buttock abscess 3 to 4 cm, indurated, hard with pus present status post drainage and I&D by the patient.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Abscess, right buttock. Refuses further I&D.

2. Refuses to go to the emergency room.

3. Refuses blood work.

4. Refuses to have blood count done.

5. Refuses to have it done under anesthesia.

6. Refuses culture and sensitivity.

7. Only wants a note to be off till Monday. He realizes that his actions could cause his demise and possible death.
