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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 77-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIB-A1. The patient continues to lose weight. She comes today with a creatinine of 1.5 and an estimated GFR that remains to be 34 mL/min without evidence of proteinuria.

2. The patient has hyperuricemia that has been treated with the administration of Uloric. Latest uric acid on 12/29/2023 was 3.6.

3. History of B12 deficiency that has been treated with B12 supplementation.

4. The patient was found with a lump in the left breast that was surgically excised and was re-operated to remove more of the borders and, according to the recommendation by the surgeon, she was referred to Dr. Shah as well as Dr. Bollinger for radiation therapy. The treatment will be designed by them.

5. Osteoarthritis that is severe, incapacitating. The patient has persistent right hip pain. She was scheduled to have a hip replacement in April 2024; however, with the breast condition, it has to be postponed. We are going to reevaluate this case and we are going to check the iron stores and B12 and folate prior to the next visit due to marginal hemoglobin. The patient will be back here in six months.

I spent 7 minutes reviewing the lab, with the patient 15 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
